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1.0 Getting Started ¢ Dcasting

PLEASE NOTE: vour DarplD is connected to your broadcasting. If you are on the air and your side-

kick logs in to the darpatv website using your broadcasting ID and then they close the page or they log off,
they will automatically take you off the air. We strongly recommend only one person uses the ID you login
to broadcast with. If someone else is also using your broadcasting ID, do NOT logout or exit the browser.
Tell them to stay logged in and keep the browser opened untill the end of your show.

1.1 What is Dcast and can | do it?

DarpaTV is a new, revolutionary broadcasting medium. This technology was made for the new
generation of broadcasters and is available to anyone. This manual is for computer broadcasting ONLY.
If you are interested to broadcast from your mobile/tablet see the mobile manual.

Using DarpaTV with a click of a button, you can:

1 Schedule your own live show any time, 24/7.

1 Show your viewers video clips that you can display while offering commentary either
during the clip or by pausing it.

1 Insert pictures for your audience to see.

1 Answer calls spontaneously from your audience, while everyone else watches the
interaction on screen.

1 Create any type of show you desire; have a talk show, sell a product and address your

1.2 DarpaTV Policy

DarpaTV policy can be found in the bottom of each page of the DarpaTV website. Following the rules
and guidelines will ensure that you will have a pleasant experience using DarpaTV and its technology.
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Follow the motto: "What you do not wish for yourself, do not do to others
Participating in the show can be fun, but do not become overwhelmingly critical towards others as
you sit safely behind your computer screen. If you aspire to have a Dcast one day, you, too, will be
vulnerable to the effect of the chat room and the criticism of the viewers.

1.3 What You Will Need to Start Dcasting

1. Computer (any OS) with a wired Internet Connection (wireless works as well ofcourse, but it is
always better to be wired).

2. Webcam (built-in or external). “
3. Headsets or headphones and microphone (NO SPEAKERS allowed).
Advise your callers not to use speakers during a call; it will cause an echo for you and your
audience.

1.4 Check List - Before you start Dcasting

1. You should be WIRED. Wire your computer to the Internet to ensure good Dcasting quality.

Wireless connection can be used (even special locations for Dcasting like in an airplane or airport,
outside or even riding RV), but we strongly recommend using a wired connection when Dcasting.

3. Test your Internet Connection Quality ¢ Some of the Internet providers have tendencies to
provide very low quality internet connections. You will be able to notice it when browsing the net,
however, when doing a Dcast and in some cases, it may prevent you from doing a Dcast.

bandwidth, such as Skype (Skype is the worst program for it uses supernodes. The supernode
technology abuses your computer and uses your computer as a resource to support the
communication of strangers. Those programs will prevent you from getting the best quality Dcast
due to the fact that these programs are consuming most of your bandwidth and resourcing your
computer to others. Skype does this even if you are not using it at the moment). Check your
system tray (lower bottom right, next to the clock) and background to ensure nothing is running.
There are other programs to watch for, such as YouTube, which is also very demanding on your
bandwith usage and can be pre-loading stuff on your computer in the background without you
noticing it.

6. Test your webcam by recording a DarpMe to make sure it is working. We have tested many

webcams; most are compatible. We use Logitech webcams in our studio, but you can even use the
built in webcam that come with most laptops.

4.6 Showing pictures during your Dcast

Note: If you are in a call during the show, you will not be able to show a picture at the same time. The
picture appears in the same spot that the caller appears in; the upper right corner. In order to show a
picture when you have caller, you will have to hang up the call first, then show the picture.

Note: You can only add a picture to a caller who beams in as audio only. A caller who beams in with
video will overwrite a picture that you post to the screen.

6.1 Get creative

You can be as creative as you want. You can create
your own opening clip and play it in the beginning of
your show. You can also create closing credits and
play it at the end of your show, making sure you
have enough time to play your clip before your
broadcast ends. If your clip exceeds the remaining

time of your broadcast, the clip will be cut off.

6.2 Your DarpaTV Set

Create a DarpaTV set and let it be recognizable. Create a specific background, make up your DarpaTV
set to be tailored to you and your Dcast (Likewise, be neat; if you are Dcasting from your bedroom,
tidy up and make your bed!).

6.3 Your Virtual DarpaTV Set

When you call in or broadcast, you can enrich the show by getting in to the character or by just adding
a special background. Many webcams comes with a CD and software which contains some of the
effects.

The best position
for a light source is to have the light(s) pointed downward at a 30 to 40 degree angle above

8.0 Troubleshooting

8.1 Problems with Viewers

9.0 Recording Your Show

You have two options to have your show recorded:

1. Capture the show as a screen shot: In order to record your Dcast, you will need an additional
computer with a screenshot recording program. In addition, you will need extra bandwidth in
order to record your show on the same Internet connection (350K). We recommend that you
record your Dcast at a remote location. Prepare and download a screen capture program. What do
we use to record our shows: We are using Camtasia studio to record our shows. Please
understand we are not recommending Camtasia, there is other software you can use and we do
not have any association to The Camtasia Company. We can email you a manual to show you how
to record your show using Camtasia studio should you choose to use it, too. Make sure you have
enough bandwidth to record the show from the same location as you are broadcasting. You will
need separate computer to record your show and we recommend using separate bandwidth for
the recording, as well.
